About 18 months ago, we received a referral from the Jennifer S. Fallick Cancer Support Center
in Homewood. The person needing help was the mother of a 12-year-old son who was unable to work full
time because her treatments for ovarian cancer left her too sick and weak to work more than a few hours
a week. At the time she had been working part time for several months and had applied for temporary
disability but had not yet been approved. We helped her with some of her expenses for utilities and in-
surance.

A couple of weeks ago, we received a check in the mail from her, inside a beautiful card in which
she had written, "I will never forget your kindness to me during my sickness. I hope this token of appre-
ciation will help someone else.”

We love to get mail like this—not only were we able to help her when she needed it, but she is do-
ing well enough to donate so that others can be helped by our Foundation.
